We are expecting more than 100 participants to 
be on hand.  Money raised at the event will expand the Day Program and provide better services 
for individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities (IDD).  We are looking to you to 
join us as a corporate sponsor, team sponsor, player, or hole sponsor.

The Arc of Katy was formed in 1990 and chartered as a 501(c) 3 non-profit organization serving 
intellectually and developmentally disabled (IDD) individuals living in the geographical 
boundaries of the Katy Independent School District.  Its membership is composed of individuals 
with IDD, their families, friends, interested citizens and professionals in the disability field. The 
Arc of Katy identifies existing opportunities and where needed provides programs or services as 
well as educational and recreational activities for citizens with IDD.  Your gift to the Arc of Katy 
will help insure that the clients we serve have the opportunity to live their lives to the fullest.   
 
We are so very appreciative of all that the community has done for us, and the fund raising events of 
the past two years have elevated our expectations to have our own facility. Currently, the clients have to 
move to three different facilities during the calendar year, and a permanent facility would be beneficial 
for everyone. We have land donors lined up; we have an architectural drawing of a basic 6,000 SF floor 
plan; and we have savings and commitments for half of the costs. Support for the golf tournament will 
be instrumental in helping us reach our goal.
